Due to the number of clients asking for assistance each week we
have had to reduce the amount given to each request. We also
advise them of other agencies and Churches that may be of help
to them in addition to what we are able to provide.
The situation is desperate for our clients and their families who
are either members of our Parish or residents of Delray Beach,
and due to the economy have found themselves for the first time
unable to pay their bills. With your assistance, we are able to
give them hope and direction to ease their predicament.
