Home Enthronement of the Sacred Heart of Jesus 
 

     Devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus and the Immacu-
late Heart of Mary is particularly reserved for the stressful 
times in which we are living.  One solution is the Home 
Enthronement Program which focuses the family’s atten-
tion on the Sacred Hearts of Jesus and His beloved 
Mother - profound symbols of God’s love for his chil-
dren. 
     A brief enthronement ceremony offers the family an 
opportunity to honor both the Sacred Heart of Jesus and 
the Immaculate Heart of Mary.

A statue of Our 
Lady of Fatima will also be brought to your home and 
may stay for one week.
